	Learning Thread Focus
	During this unit we will
To learn about the first explorers of the Antarctic and understand some of the challenges faced by polar explorers and their perseverance.  To compare and contrast experiences and methods of travel of Scott and Amundson.  We will look at different sources – images and excerpts from Scott’s diary.


	Core knowledge and in depth study
	· Location of the poles – Arctic and Antarctic
· Knowledge of the challenges of exploring in such a hostile environment.
· 1901 – Scott and Shackleton traveled on RSS Discovery to Antarctica.  Had to give up and turn back – Shackleton was injured.  Boat frozen into sea ice – had to use explosives to free it.
· 1907 – Shackleton returned on Nimrod.  Tried to be first people to reach South Pole.  Had to give up 97 miles from the pole.
· 1910 – Scott was planning a trip to the Antarctic to be the first man to the South Pole.
· Amundson wanted to get there first so secretly set off on a mission to race to the South Pole first.
· Amundsen took dogs – as he thought they would be best suited to the terrain.  He arrived at the pole in December 2011.  He put the Norwegian flag, a tent, mittens and a not for Scott.
· Scott set off in 1910 on Terra Nova.  He took ponies, but his horse expert didn’t pick them and they didn’t choose the right horses.  
· He took motorized sledges – Amundson was worried that they would help Scott to win, but the motorised sledges broke down. They were tired, hungry and cold.  As they got closer they saw the Norwegian flag.  Amundson had got there first.  It took them 78 days, they traveled 800 miles.  They arrived 35 days after Amundson.  They headed back, but they ran out of food, got ill and, sadly died.  
· Scott wrote a diary of his travels.
