	Learning Thread Focus
	Castles have had a significant impact on British history and we will use these to begin to teach children about the country that we live in and we will use this to teach children simple historical skills.
They will also learn about the position of the castles and why castles were built in different locations.
We will give the children the opportunity to ask questions such as: What was it like for people? What happened? How long ago.  The children will use a range of sources, including: pictures, stories and artefact to find out about the past and why things were made the way there were built in a castle. The children will learn to name, locate and identify characteristics of the four countries and capital cities of the United Kingdom and its surrounding seas, use aerial images to recognise landmarks and basic physical features.
