	Learning Thread Focus
	Legacy – We will find out about the legacy left behind from the ancient and modern Olympics.
Comparison – We will compare and contrast the ancient and the modern Olympics.  How have they changed? What has remained? What changes will happen in future years?
Chronology – This unit will build children’s knowledge of things that happened in ancient times and things that have happened in the more recent past.  We will continue to build our class timeline as children develop their understanding of chronology.

	Core knowledge and in depth study
	First Olympics – 776BC in Olympia Greece.  They were a religious festival honouring Zeus – the king of the gods.
Winners got a wreath of leaves. Originally there was only one race, but it gradually moved up to ten sports.  Athletes wore bare feet and no clothes.  Women were not allowed to compete in or even watch the games.

Modern Olympics – Modern Olympics happen every four years in a different location.  Every four years there is also a Winter Olympics.  There are 47 different events in the Olympics.  The most recent Olympics have been in London (2012), Rio (2016), Toyko (2020/20201) and the next one will be in Paris (2024)
Symbols of the Olympics – The Olympic torch, Motto – faster, higher, stronger – Olympic rings

	Cross Curricular Links and wider influences
	During PE sessions the children will begin learning some of the sports for the Olympics
