Understanding the World: The World – Children know about similarities and differences in relation to places.  They talk about the features of their own immediate environment and how environments might vary from one another.  They make observations.



	Intent
(Thresholds)
	As Geographers we will:
· Understand the geographical location of places and their physical and human features
· Communicate geographically using geographical representations, vocabulary and techniques



	Learning Thread Focus
	We all live in different places – children will learn to use language to explain about where they live and the surrounding areas, including the physical and human geography features.
We will
· Identify key features of a location – is it a town, city, village, rural or urban area
· Use simple fieldwork and observational skills to study the surrounding environment – my house look like?  Where is my house?  What do we have in our village?  Is it rural or urban?
· Recognise basic physical features and landmarks
· Begin to create simple maps and images to show the areas that we live.


	
	

	Core knowledge and in depth study
	My house – What does my house look like?  Does it have a garden? What number is my house?  How many levels does my house have?  Does it have a garage etc.

My road – What road do I live on?  Does it have a name?  Are there other houses on my road?  Do I live near a farm or a shop? What is my address?

My village/town – What is my village called?  It is rural or urban?  Look at a map and see if we can find out towns or villages.

My country – Look at a map of the United Kingdom.  Identify where we live on the map of the UK.
